His alarming visage was also seen on ABCʼs “World News Now” 

for years, and he can now be heard on public radioʼs popular new show “Philosophy 

Talk.”  Joshua Brody has been a legendary fixture in the Bay Area for years, and has 

been found accompanying improv groups like TRUE FICTION, or backing up the 

Residents, Tom Waits, Robin Williams, and, yes, Florence Henderson.
